Laughing Babies

Most infants start to laugh sometime around four months of age. Within a month
or two, tickling isn’t the only thing that amuses them.

In one study, researchers asked parents and caregivers to do silly things with
babies who were five to seven months old. Sometimes the adult gave a cue that
the action was meant to be funny, such as laughing or giggling afterward. In other
cases, the adult just did the action without added cues.

Surprisingly, five- and six-month-old babies usually laughed regardless of any cue
from the adult. In other words, adults didn’t have to teach the babies to have a
sense of humor.

Babies are constantly learning about the world around them. For example, six-
month-old babies have probably observed that it's unusual for people to make
funny noises. So, when someone does that unexpectedly, babies may find it
funny.

As babies grow, learning may also shape how and when they express their
feelings. In the same study, seven-month-old babies laughed less when adults

failed to signal that something was meant to be funny than when they did.

Are You Trying To Be Funny?

Cues also highlight the social side of humor. In most cases, we don't just think
someone did something funny. We think they meant to be funny.

So, intent may be just as important to humor as any element of surprise or
craziness, Gattis, a university psychologist, says. “In a way, the only difference
between a joke and a mistake is whether someone meant to be funny.”

In one experiment, psychologists performed various actions in front of toddlers
and did some actions incorrectly. For example, the researcher might try to drink
from the wrong end of a cup. Sometimes the researcher laughed afterward, to
show that the wrong action was a joke. In other cases, the researcher said,
“Whoops!” That meant it was a mistake.

Creative Possibilities

Pretending helps young kids learn the right way to do things, suggests child
psychologist, Hoicka. But “with joking, you don’t have to stick to the rules at all,”
she says. That opens up lots of creative possibilities. “If we always did everything
right, exactly as you're supposed to do, it doesn’t really leave much room to think
flexibly and come up with new ideas. And I think joking around allows you to do
that.”

Starting somewhere around age two, children can make up their own jokes. For
example, they can create nonsense words to describe familiar objects, Hoicka
notes.

When two- and three-year-olds do weird, silly stuff, they’re also more likely to
smile and laugh and then look for a reaction within five seconds afterward, she
adds. In other words, they already know how to play to an audience. Interactions
with other people like this is part of learning how to get along socially.

Learning More

Humor can help children learn other things, too. In one study, parents made more
abstract! comments to children as they read funny picture books than when they
read books that were simply sweet. For example, they might compare a character
to someone their child knows. Such discussions foster thinking and learning skills,
says Gattis.

In another study, French researchers showed toddlers how to grab a toy with a
rake-like? tool. Toddlers who laughed at a funny demonstration learned the task
more quickly than those who saw a straightforward demonstration.

It’s not just toddlers but also older kids who likely learn better through humor.
Perhaps you’ve appreciated a teacher who has cracked a joke. Maybe one day
you’ll help make more discoveries about humor. After all, science is often fun -
and it can be funny too!
