The Recycled Orchestra of Cateura

In Paraguay, garbage is transformed into music, giving hope to children and young people
who had no prospects in life in the past. Many families made their living by collecting trash
from the Cateura landfill to resell, and kids regularly got pulled out of school to help. But now,
some of these kids dream of becoming musicians, teachers and going to university. Their way
of seeing the world has changed since they now have opportunities.

The Recycled Orchestra of Cateura promotes the value of human beings, through music,
downplaying the importance of race and social classes. They understand that neither things
nor people should be discarded thoughtlessly.

“The world sends us garbage, we send it back music,” is the orchestra’s philosophy. The
orchestra, formed by children and young people between the ages of 10 and 25, has
performed on stages in more than 40 countries, appearing in front of public personalities
including royals, artists and the Pope.

In addition, they have played with groups such as Metallica, who invited these kids to
accompany them as the opening act during their tour of South America. A unique opportunity
for these musicians who in the past could not even imagine leaving their hometown. The
repertoire is varied as they play classical pieces by great composers such as Beethoven, and
hits by groups such as The Beatles.

What is useless to some, they turn into their treasure. The instruments are made from waste
they find at the Cateura Landfill, located in a poor area of La Asuncién. There, nothing is
thrown away, they use kitchen utensils, discarded wood, tubes, metal sheets, x-rays, oil cans,
among others, to build violins, trumpets, cellos, drums, guitars, flutes, saxophones...

The orchestra was the idea of Favio Chavez. His job was to teach the local people who worked
in the landfill how to protect themselves. As a child, he had learnt how to play the clarinet
and the guitar, so he decided to start a tiny music school, hoping to keep young people out
of trouble.

At that time, instruments were scarce, and every day more and more children wanted to join
the school, so they used what they had: garbage. The local people had always used trash as
the material to make toys and other objects. So that is what they used to create musical
instruments.

Nicolds GOmez (Don Cold) is in charge of finding the materials and assembling the
instruments. He searches until he finds the perfect pieces to guarantee the desired sound.
The first instrument he repaired was a violin. He found it among the garbage in the dump and
decided to restore it.

A documentary “Landfill Harmonic” was released in 2015. It was a great opportunity to make
the work of this orchestra known, and from that moment on, many more doors opened. The
viewers are moved to tears when they see the power of these programs.
