The Entrance Exam

The entrance exam for IB Diploma students in English will consist of the following:
e Students will read an article and answer a number of questions assessing
vocabulary knowledge, comprehension of the text, and critical reading skills.
e Students will complete a written task of 140 - 190 words. We assess skills
necessary to communicate complex ideas through written English.
